4. Engage your Principal or Vice-Principal in the development of your application.
5. Research the costs of equipment to support my proposed activities and include a realistic budget that reflects these costs.
6. Plan to obtain necessary approvals, including from the public health inspector and/or school board, related to the installation and use of any equipment purchased with the grant.
7. If you use AI to assist with any part of your application, carefully review and edit those responses to ensure they are realistic and accurate for your school community's context and the project you are proposing.
8. Complete and submit the online form. You can save and resume your submission over time if desired. When you click the "Save" button, you'll be emailed a link that you can use to resume your application.
